away from each other and things.  

Break time year 5/6 have to go on the smaller playground 

Could anything be done better?  

Remind parents to keep apart from the gate and keep letting their younger children run around. 

Lines get a bit close sometimes but we don’t mix with another class. 

Bubbles mix when coming in at the start of the day but not in the school building. 

 

How was home learning when you were off school?  

Home learning was good there were some things we could do independently and so I needed help with. 

I liked my mum and dad being teachers.  

It wasn’t too much  

It was good but would have been better to have the teacher to do the explaining.
