Year 5: Summer 1
We hope you are enjoying our Maths Newsletters and find them useful. This is an opportunity for
you to see the strategies we use to teach Maths in the classroom, alongside some online resources
and activities for your child fo try at home. We hope this helps with supporting your child and cele-
brating their successes.

Number and place value

At the beginning of this half term, we will be focusing on number and place value. We will first look
at Roman numerals. We will aim to read Roman numerals o 1000 and recognise years written in Ro-
man numerals. We will then use all of our place value knowledge from year 5 to solve number and
practical problems. Below are some examples of how we will learn Roman numerals:
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Addition and subtraction

In addition and subtraction, we will recap mental methods with increasingly large numbers. We will
then revisit our learning of inverse calculations, with missing numbers in the questions. Finally, we
will consolidate solving multi-step problems, unpicking which methods to use and why, focusing on
efficiency. Here are some examples of multi-step
questions we will practise.
