Multiplication and Division 
Throughout this half term,  we will be building on our knowledge of                
multiplication and division and progressing to formal written methods. We will 
be revisiting how this looks with concrete resources and then transferring this 
to the written methods.

Time is always a 
tricky concept 
for children. 

They become more confident when using 
it on a daily basis. At home, you could 

draw their attention to it throughout the 
day and talk about the time things happen 

specifically on an analogue clock.  

Reasoning 
You may have heard the teachers talking to 
you about developing your child’s reasoning 
skills. This is when you are able to apply 
mathematical concepts in a range of ways and 
explain what they mean. Here is an example 
for you to discuss:  
 
 
 
 
 
 

Words to use—centimetres, millimetres, length, greater 
than,  less than, shorter, longer 

Statistics 

 
This half term the children will be     
presenting data using bar charts,      
pictograms and tables. We will then be 
using this data to answer one-step and 
two-step questions — How many more? 
How many fewer?   
 
At home you could collect data and   
present it how we have been presenting 
it at school. The favourite colours of 
the family? The favourite foods of the 
family? Then ask your child questions 
such as—Who has the most? Who has 
the least? What would happen if…?
